DETAILED ITINERARY 

Day 1.  Sunday March 23, 2025 – The Red Queen & Lord Pakal 
Hotel Location:  Selva Lacandona, Chiapas Mexico 
 
 
Welcome to our tour.  There is a Viva Aerobus fight depar0ng Mexico 
City at 8:30 AM that arrives at the Villahermosa Airport by 10:00 AM.  If you are unable to make this flight, please arrive in Villahermosa the night before.  We will start from the airport (or will arrange an appropriate mee0ng point).  We will head to Parque la Venta to visit an outdoor museum featuring the iconic Olmec heads and several altars and stelae’s of the Maya Empire.  Following lunch, we will depart for the famous ruins of Palenque to visit the Red Queen and explore the temple-surrounded grounds.  We will arrive at our lodge on 0me for dinner.  
 
Commute Times:  Approximately 4 hours total 
 
 
Day 2.  Monday March 24, 2025 – Ancient Murals of the Maya 
Hotel Location:  Selva Lacandona, Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will have breakfast at the lodge before depar0ng for the incredible murals of Bonampak.  We will be mee0ng the Lacandona for transport to the site and will have the opportunity to purchase lovely handicrafts here, including wooden carved boats (food-safe for Salsa) and jewelry made from seeds.  The site of Bonampak is small, but the murals are special to see.  After our visit, we will have lunch and do some more exploring.  We will return to the lodge for dinner. 
 
Commute Times:  Approximately 3 hours total 
 
 
Day 3. Tuesday March 25, 2025 – Place of Green Stones 
Hotel Location:  Selva Lacandona, Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will depart by 6 AM to reach the docks of Frontera Corozal by 7:30.  We will board our boats and head down river to the powerful and intriguing ancient ruins of Yaxchilan.  This site is only accessible by water, and is seated up from the banks of the mighty Usumacinta River.  This city was once an important powerhouse of the region, and the temples and labyrinth are s0ll well preserved.  We will spend the morning at the site, enjoying the howler monkeys, temples and the other special flora and fauna that surrounds them. 
 
Commute Times:  Approximately 3 hours by vehicle and 1.5 hours by boat total 
 
 
Day 4.  Wednesday March 26, 2025, 2025 – Into the Deep Lacandona  Hotel Location:  Jungle Location, Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will depart our lodge at 8:30 AM for a lengthy commute into a region where there is abundant flora and fauna.  Though our travel 0me is long, we will stop along the way to observe nature in this abundant area.

Day 5. Thursday March 27, 2025 – TBA 
Hotel Location: Jungle Location Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will have breakfast at the lodge and enjoy bird watching.  For those who are serious birders, our guide will be out the door at daybreak to help locate and identify different birds.  Please bring your swimsuit, as we will have the chance to do some swimming here.  Today will be a relaxing day with op0onal tours for those who want to further explore.

Day 6. Friday March 28, 2025 – A Long & Winding Road 
Hotel Location:  Montebello Lakes, Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will depart at 8:30 AM, with a 3 hour commute to Lake Tziscao.  We will spend the heron rafting on Lake Pojoj, which is a lake that formed from an ancient cenote.  We are permitted to swim here, but only near the shore.  Deep water swimming is prohibited, as is sunscreen.  After lunch, we will head to our lodgings via a quick trip into Guatemala to a small but fantas0c market that is full of handicrafts, tex0les, colourful purses, and jewelry. 
 
Commute Times:  3.5 Hours  
 
 
Day 7.  Saturday March 29, 2025 – The Elusive Resplendent Quetzal Hotel Location:  Comitan, Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will depart very early with a bag breakfast, as we are in search of the king of the cloud forest!  Resplendent Quetzals were so important to the Maya, to kill one would render you a death sentence.  Their long tail feathers were used on headdresses, and they were traded all the way into Chaco Canyon, in today’s Southwestern United States.  We cannot promise that we will find any Quetzals, but we are going out with an experience local guide who photographs them during their ma0ng season at this 0me of year.   
 
This afternoon, we will depart this region for the magical El Chiflon Waterfalls at around 1 PM to enjoy an enchan0ng and slow climb to a majes0c waterfall.  Take your time and ride the zip-line back (optional) before retrea0ng to our hotel in the city of Comitan for dinner and lodgings.   
 
Commute Times:  2.5 hours total 
 
 
Day 8. Sunday March 30, 2025 – Doves of Clay 
Hotel Location:  San Cristobal de la Casas, Chiapas Mexico 
 
Today we will depart El Chiflon at 8:30 AM for a small Maya village called Amatenango del Valle.  Here we will enjoy an entertaining pottery workshop and have lunch with a local Maya family who are revered for their pottery crea0ons.  From there, we will depart for Aguacatenango to meet an embroidery ar0st who makes lovely blouses.  Our last stop will be the Amber Museum in the beau0ful San Cristobal de las Casas, where guests will find quality amber jewelry that is guaranteed to be real.  
 
Commute Times:  3.5 hours (return) 
 
 
Day 9.  Monday March 31, 2025 – The Intriguing Church of Chamula Hotel Location:  San Cristobal de las Casas, Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will enjoy a leisurely breakfast before heading down the road to San Juan Chamula to visit an interes0ng church.  Visitors must conceal all cell phones and cameras before entering, as it is illegal to take photographs.  Please be very careful around the village, as the locals are very wary of close-up photos being taken.  After visi0ng this special village, we will visit Zinacantan to have lunch with a local family, who also runs one of the tex0le collec0ves.  We will make a short stop at the Pox dis0llery to learn about this local spirit, then head to the home of Sergio Castro in San Cristobal de las Casas to view a wonderful collec0on of tradi0onal Maya clothing.   
 
Commute Times:  1.5 hours total 
 
 
Day 10.  April 1, 2025 – Canyon del Sumidero 
Hotel Location:  San Cristobal de las Casas, Chiapas Mexico 
 
This morning we will head down to Canyon del Sumidero for the morning to board a boat and cruise through the powerful waterway, which is teeming with various birds, such as kingfishers, neo-tropical cormorants, pelicans and egrets.  There are also spider monkeys here, though some0mes they are shy.  The canyon Is also home to a large number of crocodiles.  From there, we will have lunch in Chiapa de Corzo before heading back to San Cristobal de las Casas for our final supper together.   
 
PLEASE NOTE:  We have not organized much free 0me for the city, as there is so much to see in this area.  If you would like to have more 0me in the city, we strongly recommend staying here for a few extra nights to explore on your own.  We can certainly help with sugges0ons.  If you decide to stay, we can also extend your hotel stay so you don’t have to change hotels.
