Day 1.  Friday October 24, 2025 - Bienvenidos 
Hotel Location:  CDMX, Mexico, Mexico 
 
Guests will arrive to Mexico City today, unless you live in the city.  We will meet for dinner for our orientation and to make introductions.  Once we know how many guests are coming from outside the city, we will confirm the hotel and meeting place.   Commute Times:  N/A
Included: Hotel based on shared accommodations for 2   
 
 
Day 2. Saturday October 25, 2025 – El Bazar Sabado 
Hotel Location:  CDMX, Mexico, Mexico
 
This morning we will have breakfast before departing for El Bazar Sabado, which is an art market that is only open on Saturdays.  We will then explore the downtown of Mexico City with options to visit the Witchcraft market, the Museum of Anthropology and Chapultepec Park. 
 
It is likely that Mexico City will host their annual Catrina Parade this evening, so we will keep you posted!  Commute Times:  N/A 
Included:  Hotel based on shared accommodations for 2.  Breakfast is included.  Entrance fees at the Museum of Anthropology included.
 
 
 
 
Day 3. Sunday October 26, 2025 – Agriculture and the Ancestors 
Hotel Location:  CDMX, Mexico, Mexico

This morning we will depart by 6:30 AM for breakfast before heading out to Xochimilco to board a trajinera and drift through the fresh water canals and chinampas, where the Mexica once grew their food.  We will visit Isla de las Munecas, or Island of Creepy Dolls, which made National Geographic’s list of the 20 creepiest places in the world.  (We will not take you to the fake island, but the real one).  We will enjoy a lovely picnic on our way back to the parking lot, before heading to the home of Frida Kahlo in Coyoacan, concluding with a visit to the home where Leon Trotsky was murdered, which is now a small but interesting museum.  Commute Times:  Approximately 2 hours return. Included:  Hotel based on shared accommodations for 2.  Breakfast is included.  Trajinera ride, picnic (lunch) and entrance fees for Casa Azul & Leon Trotsky included.  
 
 
Day 4. Monday October 27, 2025 – Ancient City of Gods 
Hotel Location:  CDMX, Mexico, Mexico
	 
This morning we will depart CDMX by 7 AM for breakfast near the ancient city of Teotihuacan.  We will head to the gate at about 9 AM to begin our tour to the Sun and Moon Pyramids, as well the Temple of Quetzalcoatl and more.  We will enjoy a beautiful lunch then return to Mexico City in the afternoon, visiting the Basilica of Our Lady Guadalupe, to learn about this interesting and iconic core of Mexican society. Commute Times:  Approximately 2 hours return.  Included:  Hotel based on shared accommodations for 2.  Breakfast and lunch included.  Entrance fees for Teotihuacan included
 
 
Day 5. Tuesday October 28, 2025 – Toltecs & Catrinas 
Hotel Location:  Patzcuaro, Michoacan, Mexico

 
This morning we will depart CDMX by 7:30 AM, stopping in Tula to visit the Toltec Capital that is so famed for her Atlantean Statues.  We will then make our way to the small village of Capula to visit the inspiring estate of Maestro Juan Torres and browse through a wonderful art market that features ceramics, reed weaving, textiles and more. From there, we will move to Patzcuaro where guests can settle-in for the remainder of our tour.   Commute Times:  Approximately 5 hours total 
Included:  Entrance fees for Tula included
 
 
Day 6. Wednesday October 29, 2025 
Hotel Location:  Patzcuaro, Michoacan, Mexico
 
This morning we will meet at 10 AM for a walking tour of Patzcuaro.  After lunch in the market, we will head to Santa Clara del Cobre for a copper workshop, where guests will forge copper in the fire to create a bracelet.  The projects will be prepared for you, and the workshop will take about 90 mins to 2 hours.   Commute Times:  N/A   Included:  Workshop is included
 
Day 7. Thursday October 30, 2025 – 7th Annual La Fiesta de las Catrinas 
Hotel Location:  Patzcuaro, Michoacan, Mexico

This morning we will work with a local family to help them assemble marigolds on a traditional altar, which is erected during Dia de Muertos.  Returning to Patzcuaro, we will have the afternoon to rest before our party.

Please bring a photo of a deceased loved one to our Catrina Party, as we will have an altar there for you to place your photo, to honour your loved-one during these special days ahead.  Commute Times:  N/A 
Included:  Altar workshop includes lunch.  Party ticket includes 3 course meal, welcome drink (wine, mezcal, beer or cocktail), live entertainment, dancing, door prizes and lots of laughter.  Facepainting is optional.
 
 
Day 8. Friday October 31, 2025 – Vigil de los Angelitos 
Hotel Location:  Patzcuaro, Michoacan, Mexico
 
This morning we will board a small boat for the legendary island of Janitzio.  We do not visit the island during the cemetery vigils due to the burdensome crowds there.  Instead, we will visit during the day to see the preparations in motion!  Guests will enjoy free time this afternoon. 
 
This evening we will meet at 6 PM for dinner and a short lecture about Dia de Muertos, it’s origins and significance.  By 8 PM, we will be on the road for a small village where we will build two offrendas to bring to our host families.  Please bring $50-$100 MXN each to purchase candles and fruit for the offrendas (which will be available in the village.  We will assist you.)  Commute Times:  1 hour  Included:  Boat Ride included.  Dinner & Lecture included.  Please bring $50-$100 pesos for flowers and candles in the village, as a gift for our host families.
 
 
Day 9 & 10. Saturday -Sunday November 1& 2, 2025 – Noche de 
Muertos  
Hotel Location:  Patzcuaro, Michoacan, Mexico

 
This morning we will meet at 9:45 AM and walk to our bus.  Our first stop is Tzintzuntzan, where we will witness a vibrant procession that involves families bringing their marigold altars to the graves of their loved ones.  We will have lunch here, and guests have the option of exploring the market, convent grounds or archaeological site.  We will return to Patzcuaro by 3 PM to rest. 
 
We will meet at 5:30 PM and board the bus for our night-pilgrimage to the cemetery vigils of the Lake Patzcuaro region.  We do not announce our route, as we are fortunate to receive invita0ons from select families in the area.  We will embark on a magical boat ride on Lake Patzcuaro, and guests will be overwhelmed by the enchanting power of candlelit cemeteries that are ornamented with marigolds and baskets of fruit and other foods.  We will not return to Patzcuaro until around 4:30 AM, so this truly is a long day. 
 
Guests can choose to leave on Nov 2, but as we return so early in the morning, we highly recommend that you stay overnight on Nov 2, departing on the morning of the 3rd after you’ve had some rest and a chance to really process everything you’ve experienced.  Commute Times:  Approximately 3 hours total   Included:  Lunch included.  Dinner included.  Boat ride on Lake Patzcuaro included.  
 
 
Day 11.  Monday November 3, 2025 – Home Sweet Home 
Hotel Location:  Patzcuaro, Michoacan, Mexico

 
We will depart for Mexico City at 6:00 AM, arriving at around 11:00 AM.  If you have concerns about traffic, or do not like stress, you can opt to stay in Mexico City for a night or more – if you would like us to book you into the hotel we stayed in, please let me know when you reserve your tour.  The benefit to returning to a hotel, is familiarity.  The fun in staying somewhere else is having the chance to explore new neighbourhoods.
